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Students Learn How to Get a Library Card Online to Save the Day
It’s happened to nearly every student at some point in their college career. You’ve got a major project due soon, and it requires some serious research. You meant to start it earlier, but between your other coursework and your job, time slipped away. Now you are up against an impending deadline and must get started tonight!

You’ve heard about a great research tool called JerseyClicks.org that’s available online 24/7 with a library card. Only one problem - you don’t have a library card. 
Did you know as a local resident you can get a library card for [your library’s name] online? 
The library is participating in a new service called GALCO (Get a Library Card Online) offered through the New Jersey State Library. Here’s how it works:

[Town name] residents can go to Q&ANJ.org or JerseyClicks.org online and click on the Need a Library Card option. The individual resident completes an online application requiring a valid street address. After the application is submitted electronically, the resident will receive a temporary library card number good for 14 days to use online resources such as JerseyClicks.org and Q&ANJ.org provided by the New Jersey State Library. 

Within the 14 day period, [your library name] will mail a permanent library card along with information about the library. Only a library card is needed to access online resources, but the cardholder will need to bring identification just for the first time he or she borrows materials from [library name].
“GALCO is a great way students can get a library card and gain access to all the online resources we offer. QandANJ is a 24 hour online information service staffed by professional librarians from around the state with whom you can chat in real time online. The librarians will direct you to good sources of information on your research question or topic. Combining the speed of the Internet with the savvy of professional librarians, QandANJ.org is among the busiest statewide web-based information services in the United States.
