OATH WORDING AND WHO MAY ADMINISTER
"I, ______ do solemnly swear (or affirm) that I will faithfully, impartially and justly perform all the duties of the office of _____ to the best of my ability, and that I will support the Constitution of the United States and the Constitution of the State of New Jersey, and that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the same and to the Governments established in the United States and in this State, under the authority of the people.”

Note:
Any person taking the oath of office may add the phrase “So help me God.”

The taking of an oath of office by affirmation shall have the same effect as a sworn oath of office.

Who may administer:

(1) Any of the officers enumerated in subsection g. of this section; 


(2) Municipal judges;


(3) Mayors and other elected municipal officers;

(4) Surrogates, registers of deeds and mortgages, county clerks and their deputies;


(5) Municipal clerks and clerks of boards of chosen freeholders;


(6) Sheriffs of any county;


(7) County executives and other elected county officials;


(8) Clerks of all courts;


(9) Notaries public;


(10) Commissioners of deeds;


(11) Attorneys-at-law of this State.
