The adventures of Eric, 10, who turns into a dog one summer. Grades 3-5. 1987.

LT27740	Alexander, Lloyd. The Golden Dream of Carlo Chuchio.
One day in the market, a mysterious bookseller presents Carlo with an old book of curious, magical tales. A treasure map hidden in the book sets Carlo on the legendary Road of Golden Dreams, beginning his adventures with a camel-puller, a robbery, and mistaken identities. Grades 5-8. 2007.

LT23765	Alexander, Lloyd. Time Cat.
Jason is a black cat with special powers who takes his friend Gareth to nine different places in history. Grades 4-7. 2003.

LT22595	Almond, David. Heaven Eyes.
Having escaped from their orphanage on a raft, Erin, January, and Mouse float down into a world of abandoned warehouses and factories, meeting a strange old man and an even stranger girl with webbed fingers and little memory of her past. Grades 5-8. 2000.

LT24716	Anderson, M.T. The Game of Sunken Places
Thirteen-year-old best friends Gregory and Brian travel to rural Vermont for a visit with Gregory’s eccentric Uncle Max. In Max’s Victorian mansion Gregory and Brian become involved in an ancient game played by supernatural opponents. Some violence. Grades 5-8. 2004.

LT28168	Appelt, Kathi. The Underneath.
In the alligator-filled bayous between Texas and Louisiana, hound dog Ranger welcomes a stray, pregnant calico cat underneath his rundown porch. When his cruel owner dispatches the mother cat, Ranger and the calico’s two kittens form an unlikely family. Grades 4-7. 2008.

LT19128	Apps, Roy. The Secret Summer of Daniel Lyons.
It is 1909 and the South Seas Film Company sets up camp in a Sussex fishing village. Against his devoutly religious parents’ wishes, Tom Jupe becomes involved in film-making. Grades 5-7. 1994.

LT12760	Armstrong, William. Sounder.
The mother and son of an African American sharecropper family in the South struggle for survival when the sheriff arrests the father for stealing and shoots their devoted dog, Sounder. Grades 5-8. 1987.

LT26125	Arnold, Louise. Golden and Grey: An Unremarkable Boy and a Rather Remarkable Ghost.
When a downhearted ghost becomes the “invisible friend” of an eleven-year-old boy who is an outcast in his new school, the two help each other find their place in their respective worlds. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT25324	Avi. The Book Without Words: A Fable of Medieval Magic.
England, 1046. The Book without Words appears to have blank pages, but to a green-eyed reader it reveals dark magic of alchemy and immortality. When a green-eyed eighty-six-year-old man dies trying out the formulas, the fates of his thirteen-year-old servant girl and talking raven change dramatically. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT23586	Avi. The Good Dog.
McKinley, a malamute, is torn between the domestic world of his human family and the wild world of Lupin, a wolf that is trying to recruit dogs to replenish the dwindling wolf pack. Grades 5-8. 2003.

LT22839	Ayres, Katherine. Stealing South; A Story of the Underground Railroad.
Will, 16, leaves home to become a peddler, but gets more than he bargained for when he agrees to go to Kentucky, steal two slaves, and help them reach their brother in Canada. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT13322	Babbitt, Natalie. Tuck Everlasting.
The Tuck family unwittingly drink from a spring that condemns them to eternal youth. Although the Tucks guard their secret carefully, a young girl and a conniving stranger stumble on it about the same time. Grades 4-7. 1987.

LT27808	Balliett, Blue. The Calder Game.
When seventh-grader Calder disappears from a remote English village, along with an Alexander Calder sculpture, his friends Petra and Tommy fly from Chicago to help his father find him. Grades 4-7. 2008.

LT24930	Balliett, Blue. Chasing Vermeer.
When semingly unrelated and strange events start to happen and a precious Vermeer painting disappears, eleven-year-olds Petra and Calder combine their talents to solve an international art scandal. Grades 4-7. 2004. 

LT25981	Balliett, Blue. The Wright Three.
Sixth-graders Calder, Petra, and Tommy lead their classmates in an attempt to keep Frank Lloyd Wright’s famous Robie House from being demolished. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT15762	Banks, Lynne Reid. The Fairy Rebel.
Tiki, a fairy, and Jan are friends. Tiki incurs the full wrath of the Fairy Queen, who also seeks to exact her revenge on Jan’s family. Grades 3-6. 1989.

LT14489	Banks, Lynne Reid. The Indian in the Cupboard.
Omri is disappointed with the miniature plastic Indian that his best friend gives him for his birthday, until the toy comes to life as a fierce Iroquois Indian only three inches tall. Grades 4-7.1988. 

LT15427	Banks, Lynne Reid. The Return of the Indian.
Once again Omri places his small plastic Indian figures in the cupboard, and, with a twist of his magical key, brings them to life. LT14971	Bauer, Marion. On My Honor.
Joel promises his father that he and his daredevil friend Tony are only going to ride their bikes to the state park. But it is a hot day, so Tony dares Joel to swim in the dangerous Vermillion River, a detour with tragic consequences. Grades 5-8. 1986.

LT11229	Baum, L. Frank. The Marvelous Land of Oz
The Scarecrow is driven from the throne of Oz. Glinda the Good Witch reveals that the true heir to the throne is Princess Ozma, now under the spell of the evil sorceress, Mombi. Grades 4-7. 1904.

LT11016	Baum, L. Frank. The Tin Woodman of Oz
The Tin Woodman searches for the pretty Munchkin girl whom he loved before the Old Witch of the East turned his body to tin, causing him to lose his heart. Grades 4-7. 1918.

LT12762	Baum, L. Frank. The Wonderful Wizard of Oz
When a cyclone blows Dorothy and her dog Toto from their Kansas home to the magical Land of Oz, Dorothy meets the Munchkins and witches. With her new companions the Scarecrow, Tin Woodman, and the Cowardly Lion, Dorothy travels to the Emerald City. Grades 4-7.

LT1830	Bawden, Nina. Carrie’s War.
Carrie and her younger brother spend World War II as evacuees in a small Welsh village where Carrie, upset by a family feud, commits an act that haunts her for thirty years. Grades 5-8. 1985.

LT18202	Bawden, Nina. The Finding.
Eleven years ago, Alex was adopted after being found at age five months on London’s Thames Embankment in the arms of one of the statues of the Sphinx. Now, an unexpected inheritance threatens to change the life he has always known. Grades 5-8. 1989.

LT17761	Bawden, Nina. Keeping Henry.
Charlie befriends a baby red squirrel who quickly becomes a beloved member of the family. Grades 2-4. 1990.

LT12300	Bawden, Nina. The Peppermint Pig.
Poll, youngest and most mischievous of the Greengrass children, finds it difficult to adjust to sudden changes in the family until her mother buys a  little pig whose antics make him the talk of the town. Grades 5-8. 1975.


LT13907	Bawden, Nina. The Witch’s Daughter.
Perdita, a lonely orphaned girl, lives on the Scottish island of Skua with her foster mother who is housekeeper for a secretive man named Mr. Smith. With the arrival of Tim, a sensitive, responsible boy, and Janey, a blind girl, Perdita’s life is changed. Grades 4-7. 1988.

LT22630	Becker, Bonny. My Brother, the Robot.
When his father buys a SIMON Robot, advertised as “the perfect son,” Chip decides that he can’t compete with his new brother, but in the end, the whole family learns that perfection may not be so great after all. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT26032	Bernstein, Nina. Magic by the Book.
After returning from a trip to the library, Anne, 11, and her younger brother and sister discover a magic book which sends them on adventures in which they meet Robin Hood, giant bugs, and a dark, sinister man with a wolfish face. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT21320	Billingsley, Franny. The Folk Keeper.
Orphan Corinna transforms herself into Corin because only boys are Folk Keepers, appeasers of the evil Folk. Her identity is challenged at her new post near the sea when she discovers her heritage as a Sealmaiden, and she must draw upon all her gifts to stay alive. Grades 5-8. 1999.

LT25838	Birdsall, Jeanne. The Penderwicks: A Summer Tale of Four Sisters, Two Rabbits, and a Very Interesting Boy.
A widowed father takes his four daughters, aged four through twelve, and the family dog on a three-week vacation at a Berkshire Mountain estate cottage. The girls make friends with the owner’s son, much to his snobbish mother’s dismay. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT27841	Birdsall, Jeanne. The Penderwicks on Gardam Street.
Four years after their mother’s death, the Penderwick sisters, Rosalind, Skye, Jane, and Batty, are appalled when their aunt Claire arranges a date for their father. Desperate to avoid having a stepmother, the girls hatch their own plan. Grades 4-7. 2008. 

LT25509	Black, Holly. The Field Guide: The Spiderwick Chronicles, Book 1.
When the Grace children, nine-year-old twins Jared and Simon and their sister, Mallory, 13, move into their great-aunt Lucinda’s run-down Victorian house, mischief begins, and Jared is blamed. Finding a book about faeries in a secret room gives Jared a clue about the unseen troublemaker. Grades 2-4. 2003.

LT25881	Black, Holly. The Ironwood Tree: The Spiderwick Chronicles, Book 4.
Twins Jared and Simon seek to rescue their kidnapped sister, Mallory, from some evil dwarfs who want to make her their queen. The boys face an impossible task when the Field Guide is discovered missing. Grades 2-4. 2004.

LT25669	Black, Holly. Lucinda’s Secret: The Spiderwick Chronicles, Book 3.
Jared, Simon, and Mallory are now being harassed by a house boggart. Mallory wants to get rid of the Field Guide, but hospitalized great-aunt Lucinda comes to the rescue. Grades 2-4. 2003.

LT25668	Black, Holly. The Seeing Stone: The Spiderwick Chronicles, Book 2.
Although warned that keeping “The Field Guide” about the faerie world will prove dangerous, Jared won’t give it up. Then goblins kidnap Simon. Mallory and Jared have scary adventures rescuing him, even with a magic stone to help them see usually invisible creatures. Grades 2-4. 2003.

LT25956	Black, Holly. The Wrath of Mulgarath: The Spiderwick Chronicles, Book 5.
Jared, Simon, and Mallory arrive home to find the house ransacked and Mom missing. Simon’s griffin, Byron, catches a hobgoblin, Hogsqueal, who tells them that Mulgarath and his goblins abducted their mother. Grades 2-4. 2004.

LT7800	Blume, Judy. Are You There, God? It’s Me, Margaret.
Margaret is lonely after her parents buy a new house in the suburbs. Because she is from the city, the new girls expect her to be more grown up than they are, but Margaret’s body hasn’t begun to mature yet and she’s never kissed a boy. Grades 4-7. 1970.

LT14011	Blume, Judy. Blubber.
Jill goes along with the rest of the fifth-grade class in tormenting an overweight classmate they nickname Blubber. Jill finds out what it's like to be the outsider when she also becomes a target. Grades 4-7. 1974.

LT14002	Blume, Judy. Deenie.
Deenie, pretty and popular at thirteen, is shattered to learn she must wear a back brace for the next four years. Grades 5-8. 1973.

LT26435	Blume, Judy. Freckle Juice.
Andrew is so envious of Nicky’s beautiful freckles that he pays five week’s allowance for a secret freckle-juice recipe. Grades 2-4. 1971.

LT14967	Blume, Judy. Iggie’s House.
Winnie appoints herself a goodwill ambassador to welcome the new children who move into the house where her best friend used to live. But the new neighbors, who are black, want a friend, not a crusader. Grades 4-7. 1970.

LT14394	Blume, Judy. Starring Sally J. Freedman As Herself.
While spending the winter of 1947-1948 in Miami Beach with her family, Sally, 10, makes up stories, casts herself in starring roles in movies, and encounters a sinister stranger. Grades 3-6. 1977.

LT12880	Blume, Judy. Superfudge.
Peter’s brother Fudge grows more troublesome, and Peter’s parents make things worse by adding a baby girl to the family. After Fudge tries unsuccessfully to sell the baby, he plasters her with trading stamps in hopes of exchanging her for something good. Grades 3-6. 1987.

LT16796	Blyton, Enid. Five Go to Smuggler’s Top.
Are there still smugglers at Smuggler’s Top? The Famous Five go to stay at the large old house and discover secret hiding places and underground tunnels! Then they catch people signalling out to sea; who can these smugglers be? Grades 5-8. 1991.

LT19131	Bond, Michael. Paddington at Work.
Eager to get back to work after a visit home, the irrepressible little Peruvian bear tries his paw at the stock market, hairdressing, and even ballet. Grades 3-6. 1994.

LT16795	Bond, Michael. Paddington Helps Out.
More havoc is wrought by the Peruvian bear who completely captivates hearts by turning tragedies into triumphs as he attempts do-it-yourself carpentry, laundering, and dumpling-making. Grades 3-6. 1991.

LT13522	Boston, L.M. The Children of Green Knowe.
Three children of long ago become playmates of a boy living in his great-grandmother’s old house. Can they help him break the family curse? Grades 4-6. 1987.

LT22597	Bradley, Kimberly B. Weaver’s Daughter.
In 1791, Lizzie, 10, has just moved to the Southwest Territory. Lizzie loves her pioneer life, but every autumn she gets sick. Grades 3-5. 2002.

LT19450	Brightfield, Richard. Island of Doom: Choose Your Own Nightmare.
 A “Choose Your Own Nightmare” book. Grades 4-6. 1996.

LT19452	Brightfield, Richard. Master of Karate: Choose Your Own Adventure.
A “Choose Your Own Adventure” book. Grades 4-6. 1995.

LT23766	Brink, Carol. Caddie Woodlawn.
Life is difficult for the Woodlawn family after they leave New England for the Wisconsin frontier in the 1860s, but Caddie, 11, loves the challenge of adjusting to pioneer life. Grades 4-7. 1935.

LT27784	Broach, Elise. Masterpiece.
After Marvin, a beetle, makes a miniature drawing as an eleventh birthday gift for James, a human with whom he shares a house, the two new friends work together to help recover an Albrecht Durer drawing stolen from the Metropolitan Museum of Art. Grades 5-8. 2008.

LT22636	Brown, Irene Bennett. Before the Lark.
In 1888, hard-working Jocey, 12, tormented because of a disfiguring harelip, takes her invalid grandmother to live on the Kansas farm that her drifter father has abandoned. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT23041	Brown, Irene Bennett. Skitterbrain.
A young pioneer and her spunky companion follow a large cattle herd across the empty prairie in search of a runaway cow. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT23034	Brown, Irene Bennett. Willow Whip.
In 1918 in Kansas a young girl is determined to make it possible for her constantly moving, tenant farmer family to buy the farm that she has come to love and wants to live on permanently. Grades 4-6. 2002.

LT23031	Bruchac, Joseph. The Heart of a Chief.
Chris has his share of ups and downs starting sixth grade at the junior high and at home on the Penacook reservation. Chris uses his pride in his heritage to good advantage and finds himself emerging as a leader. Grades 5-8. 1998.

LT19458	Bryant, Bonnie. Rodeo Rider.
Carole, Stevie, and Lisa visit their good friend Kate at her family’s dude ranch while the annual rodeo is in town. Grades 4-6. 1996.



LT19133	Burgess, Melvin. An Angel for May.
Through time travel Tam learns compassion. After he throws a rock in anger at Rosey the bag lady and Winnie her dog, they take him through a wall back to a farm during World War II. There Tam meets May riding a pig, and Tam and May become friends. Eventually Tam understands the connection between Rosey and May and how it feels to be an outsider. Grades 5-8. 1994.

LT23623	Burgess, Melvin. The Ghost Behind the Wall.
David, 12, sneaks through the ventilation shafts in his London apartment building pulling pranks on his neighbors, which awakens the ghost of a boy with a grudge against the lonely, senile old man who lives upstairs. Grades 5-8. 2003.

LT20590	Burnett, Frances. Little Lord Fauntleroy.
A boy and his mother live in genteel poverty until the boy’s grandfather decides the boy must learn to be an aristocrat. Grades 5-8. 1997.

LT13619	Byars, Betsy. The 18th Emergency.
Although Mouse Fawley is prepared to cope with seventeen unlikely emergencies, he is immobilized when the school bully, vows to get him. Grades 4-7. 1988.

LT18256	Byars, Betsy. Bingo Brown, Gypsy Lover.
When his long-distance girlfriend Melissa tells Bingo that he resembles the hero of her favorite romance novel, Bingo rushes to the bookstore for a copy of “Gypsy Lover.” There he meets another girl, Boots. Grades 5-8. 1992.

LT15268	Byars, Betsy. The Blossoms Meet the Vulture Lady.
While setting a trap to catch a coyote who has been causing trouble, Junior Blossom inadvertantly captures himself! Mad Mary, the local recluse who lives in a cave and eats “varmint stew,” discovers Junior, rescues him, and takes him to her cave to recover. Grades 4-7 1989.

LT15328	Byars, Betsy. Burning Questions of Bingo Brown.
About to leave the comforts of childhood behind, sixth-grader Bingo realizes that the coming years will be full of doubts. These he records as “burning questions” in his school journal. His concerns are far-ranging: girls; the class Rambo; and his favorite teacher, Mr. Markham, who has been giving strange assignments. The latest, to convince someone not to commit suicide, is very disturbing. Grades 4-7. 1989.

LT12847	Byars, Betsy. Cracker Jackson.
Alma had been “Cracker” Jackson’s favorite babysitter when he was growing up. Now he is eleven years old and he still loves Alma. When he receives a letter saying, “Keep away, Cracker, or he’ll hurt you,” he knows that Alma is warning him about her husband. Cracker is not worried about himself; he is worried about Alma and her baby. Grades 5-8 1987.

LT23027	Byars, Betsy. The Pinballs.
Three lonely, abused foster children find a home and learn how to love. Grades 4-7. 1987.

LT14818	Byars, Betsy. The Summer of the Swans.
A teenage girl gains new insight into herself and her family when her mentally handicapped brother gets lost in the mountains. Grades 4-7. 1988.

LT28318	Cabot, Meg. Moving Day: Allie Finkle’s Rules for Girls, Book 1.
Allie, 9,  has many rules, but two matter most when her family moves across town and when she lets a champion Persian show cat run away: “You can’t let your family move into a haunted house” and “When you do something wrong, always apologize.” Grades 3-6. 2008.

LT28319	Cabot, Meg. The New Girl: Allie Finkle’s Rules for Girls, Book 2.
Guided by her rules, fourth-grader Allie starts her first day at Pine Heights Elementary. Unpacking in her new home is complicated by her grandmother’s visit, but Allie’s major concern is having a run-in with Rosemary, the class bully. Grades 3-6. 2008.

LT21726	Cameron, Ann. The Secret Life of Amanda K. Woods.
Just before Amanda’s only friend, Lyle, moves away, the two eleven-year-olds use a technique from a comic book to exchange hands in order to remain close. Amanda uses her new right hand and some advice from her “perfect” older sister to guide her through the awkward, friendless time that follows. Grades 4-7. 1998.

LT25527	Carman, Patrick. Beyond the Valley of Thorns: The Land of Elyon, Book 2.
Alexa leaves Bridewell to return to the hills and save the kingdom from evil. Along the way Alexa battles giants, rats, and ogres. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT25282	Carman, Patrick. The Dark Hills Divide: The Land of Elyon, Book 1.
Alexa, 12, finds the key to a secret passageway leading outside the walled city of Bridewell and fulfills her wish to explore the mysterious Dark Hills. She discovers both a threat to the Land of Elyon and a magical power that is part of her destiny. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT25876	Carman, Patrick. The Tenth City: The Land of Elyon, Book 3.
Alexa and her friends escape the Dark Tower. Forces are aligning for the final battle, and Alexa holds the fate of Elyon in her hands. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT4294	Carroll, Lewis. Alices’s Adventures in Wonderland.
Extraordinary things happen when a little girl falls down a rabbit hole and encounters the White Rabbit, the Cheshire Cat, the Mad Hatter, and other unusual characters. Grades 3-6.

LT26436	Carroll, Lewis. Through the Looking Glass.
Alice’s further adventures. Grades 3-6. 1865.

LT26437	Casanova, Mary. Moose Tracks.
Seth, 12, lives with his mother and game warden stepfather in the Minnesota woods. When the boy witnesses poachers shooting a cow moose, the men try to scare him into silence. Although terrified, Seth is determined to save the moose calf that escaped. Grades 4-7. 1995.

LT17768	Christopher, John. The White Mountains.
A science fiction tale set in the twenty-first century where all life and thought are controlled by the tripods, mechanized steel creatures who exert control through metallic discs placed in the skulls of children. To escape this fate, three friends begin a dangerous journey to the White Mountains. Grades 5-8. 1989.

LT10710	Cleary, Beverly. Ramona and Her Father.
When Ramona’s father loses his job, gutsy Ramona, now a second-grader, takes matters into her own hands. Grades 3-6. 1977.

LT16048	Cleary, Beverly. Ramona the Pest.
Ramona likes her kindergarten teacher, Miss Binney. So why does Ramona keep getting in trouble? Grades 2-4. 1968.

LT22635	Clements, Andrew. Jake Drake, Know-It-All.
Jake is determined to win the third grade science fair not only for the grand prize, but to beat the annoying class know-it-alls, as well. Grades 3-5. 2002.

Artemis, 13,  turns his attention to rescuing his long-missing father from the Russian Mafiya. In the process, he encounters elf police captain Holly Short. This time the two join forces. Grades 5-8. 2002.

Teen criminal mastermind Artemis Fowl’s memory is erased of fairy knowledge thus making him vulnerable to the schemes of his archenemy, the evil pixie Opal Koboi. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT28047	Colfer, Eoin. Artemis Fowl: The Time Paradox.

LT26622	Colfer, Eoin. Half-Moon Investigations.
Fletcher Moon has never been like other kids. For one thing, he suffers the humiliating nickname “Half Moon” because of his short stature. But the real reason Fletcher is different is that he’s always had a nose for sniffing out mysteries, a skill that’s not appreciated by many people, including his own family. That doesn’t bother Fletcher: graduating at the top of his Internet class, he’s now officially certified as the youngest detective in the world. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT24920	Colfer, Eoin. The Supernaturalist.
In a future world Cosmo, 14, escapes from an orphanage where children are used for product testing. Cosmo joins a gang of “spotters,” kids who share his rare ability to see small, blue creatures that steal energy from wounded humans. Grades 5-8. 2004.

LT26823	Collins, Suzanne. Gregor and the Code of the Claw: The Underland Chronicles, Book 5.
Everyone in the Underland has been taking great pains to keep the new prophecy, The Prophecy of Time, from Gregor. Gregor knows it must say something awful but he never imagined just how awful: it calls for the warrior’s death. Now, with an army of rats approaching and Gregor’s mom and his sister still in Regalia, Gregor the warrior must gather up his courage to help defend Regalia and get his family home safely. Grades 4-7. 2007.

LT25650	Collins, Suzanne. Gregor and the Curse of the Warmbloods: The Underland Chronicles, Book 3.
Gregor, 11, is busy at home in Manhattan deciphering the Prophecy of Blood that calls for him and his younger sister, Boots, to return to the Underworld to find the cure for a terrible plague that threatens all its warm-blooded inhabitants. Gregor’s adventure is complicated by his mother’s refusal to let him leave. She finally relents, but insists on accompanying her children on their mission. When a member of their family is stricken with the plague, Gregor finally begins to understand his role in the prophecy and summons the power he needs to end the horror. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT26553	Collins, Suzanne. Gregor and the Marks of Secret: The Underland Chronicles, Book 4.
Gregor is drawn ever deeper into a brewing crisis. For generations, rats have run the mice — or “nibblers” — out of whatever lands they’ve claimed, keeping them constantly on the move. But now the mice are disappearing, and the young queen Luxa, who credits them with saving her life, is determined to find out why. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT25523	Collins, Suzanne. Gregor and the Prophecy of Bane: The Underland Chronicles, Book 2.
Gregor, 11, and his little sister, Boots, return to the Underland to battle the evil giant rats, which have conspired to kill Boots in order to destroy Gregor, their primary obstacle to conquering all the Underland. To save his sister, Gregor sails across a subterranean sea with his bat and cockroach allies to find and kill the prophesied rat leader of the Underland war. Most of the action takes place on the water, including a memorable battle with a sea serpent, and there are plenty of suspenseful moments and exciting developments. Gregor, of course, is courageous, selfless, and ultimately triumphant. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT25393	Collins, Suzanne. Gregor the Overlander: The Underland Chronicles, Book 1.
When Gregor, 11, and his two-year-old sister are pulled into a strange underground world, they trigger an epic battle involving men, bats, rats, cockroaches, and spiders while on a quest foretold by an ancient prophecy. Grades 4-7. 2005.

LT22245	Coman, Carolyn. What Jamie Saw.
Jamie wasn’t sure what woke him up, but the first thing he saw was his baby sister, Nin, being thrown across the room by Van. The next thing he saw was his mother, Patty, catching Nin. Right then, Jamie and his mother and sister left the house and went to see her long-time friend Earl. Earl lets them live in his old trailer, and everything seems fine until Van shows up. Some strong language. Grades 3-6. 2001.

LT28176	Compestine, Ying Chang. Revolution is Not a Dinner Party.
Struggling to make sense of the communists’ Cultural Revolution, Ling, 9, daughter of two dedicated doctors, begins to witness the gradual disintegration of her world, when Comrade Li, one of Mao’s political officers, moves into a room in their apartment. In an atmosphere of increasing mistrust, Ling fears for the safety of her neighbors, and soon for herself and her family. Over the course of four years, Ling manages to blossom, even as she suffers more horrors than many people face in a lifetime. Grades 5-8. 2007

LT22070	Cooper, Susan. The Dark Is Rising
Will, 11, learns that he is the last of the Old Ones, immortals dedicated to controlling the forces of evil. Will's quest is to find the Signs of Light to defeat the Dark. His adventures are continued in “The Grey King” LT 22603. Grades 4-7. 

LT14390	Corbett, W.J. The Song of Pentecost.
An animal fantasy that incorporates dark suspense and wry humor. The mice of Pentecost Farm must leave the farm. Only one mouse realizes that their fate rests with Snake, a double-crossed, double-crossing character, and with Frog, a hopeless liar with bad nerves. Grades 5-8. 1988.

LT21730	Couloumbis, Audrey. Getting Near to Baby.
Still reeling from the sudden death of their baby sister, Willa Jo and JoAnn are whisked away to an aunt’s house while their mother recovers from depression. Unhappy with bossy Aunt Patty, Willa Jo and the now mute JoAnn retreat to the roof. Grades 5-8. 1999.

LT25285	Creech, Sharon. Chasing Redbird.
Zinny, 13, has always preferred Aunt Jessie and Uncle Nate’s house next door because it is so quiet. Her house is a zoo of noises: the stereo blasting, the computer bleeping, and the phone clanging. Shortly after Aunt Jessie dies, Zinny discovers a trail that begins on their Kentucky farm. As she uncovers the old trail, Zinny learns a lot about herself and her family. Grades 4-7. 1997.

LT22835	Creech, Sharon. The Wanderer.
Sophie, 13, and her cousin Cody record their transatlantic voyage by sailboat, along with other relatives, to visit their grandfather in England. The family’s journey of discovery becomes especially important for Sophie, who was adopted only three years ago. Grades 5-8. 2000.

LT13066	Cresswell, Helen. The Beachcombers.
A youngster finds himself caught in the struggle between a family of beachcombers and a family of scavengers who are both watching for treasure to come in on the same high tide. Grades 4-7. 1987.


LT12660	Cresswell, Helen. Dear Shrink.
When the woman looking after them in their parents’ absence dies suddenly, three children find themselves in foster care and must use all their courage and ingenuity to cope with the situation. Grades 4-7. 1987.

LT16803	Cresswell, Helen. Meet Posy Bates.
More than anything else, Posy, 8, wants a dog. Her mother always says no. When Posy meets an old bag lady, she gives her some food, and in return the woman gives Posy a “lucky” bobbin. Perhaps it is lucky, because Posy’s life begins to change. Grades 3-6. 1991.

LT19119	Cresswell, Helen. Posy Bates and the Bag Lady.
Posy is up to her usual tricks. This time she has decided to turn the hen-house down the garden into a home for the bag lady she finds in the village. Grades 3-6. 1994.

All about the adventures of William, including training rats and kidnapping babies. Grades 3-7.1986.

LT17480	Cross, Gillian. The Demon Headmaster.
Dinah realizes that the students at her new school are entirely too well-behaved and is determined to get to the bottom of the mystery. Grades 5-8. 1990.

LT23199	Curry, Jane Louise. The Egyptian Box.
Tee is happy to find that the ancient Egyptian box she inherits holds a spirit who will serve her, until she notices changes in her servant’s appearance and behavior. Grades 4-7. 2002.

LT21475	Curtis, Christopher. Bud, Not Buddy.
During the Great Depression, Bud, 10, a motherless boy, runs away from his latest (bad) foster home in Flint, Michigan. He sets out for Grand Rapids in search of the man he believes to be his father, renowned bandleader Herman E. Calloway. Grades 4-7. 1999.

LT26031	Curtis, Christopher. Mr. Chickee’s Funny Money.
Mr. Chickee, the blind neighbor of Flint Future Club member Steven, gives him a quadrillion dollar bill, which pictures soul singer James Brown. Treasury agent Foondoo chases Steven, his friend Russell, and Russell’s dog Zoopy in order to retrieve the money. Grades 4-7. 2005.


LT21724	Curtis, Christopher. The Watsons Go to Birmingham:1963.
The whole “Weird Watson” family drives from Michigan to visit Grandma Sands in Alabama. She is the only one who can put some sense into the head of Kenny’s older brother, Byron, who acts up just too many times. The kids have never been to the South, where they experience segregation and racism. The family’s sense of humor is helpful, but life there holds serious problems. Some strong language. Grades 5-8. 2000.

LT24036	D’Adamo, Francesco. Iqbal.
A fictionalized account of a Pakistani boy who escaped from bondage in a carpet factory and helped liberate other children from a life of servitude. Relates how Iqbal Masih, at thirteen, is murdered by the “carpet mafia” after winning an international humanitarian award and scholarship to study abroad. Grades 5-8. 2001.

LT12619	Dahl, Roald. Charlie and the Chocolate Factory.
Five children win a coveted tour of Mr. Willy Wonka’s Chocolate Factory. Four of the children meet disaster at their own hands, but a deserving boy wins both the day and the factory. Grades 4-7. 1986.

LT12976	Dahl, Roald. Charlie and the Great Glass Elevator.
Mr. Willy Wonka’s magic glass elevator accidentally orbits Charlie and his family into space, where they fight ferocious battles with the dreadful Vermicious Knids and barely rescue Grandma Georgina from Minusland, where people disappear. Grades 4-7. 1972.

LT15946	Dahl, Roald. Fantastic Mr. Fox.
Three nasty, mean men, farmers Boggis, Bunce, and Bean, are tired of Mr. Fox stealing their chickens, ducks, and turkeys to feed his family. They start digging the foxes out of their hole, but Mr. Fox has a plan of his own. Grades 3-6. 1970.

LT15765	Dahl, Roald. Matilda.
Matilda, a four-year-old genius, is unappreciated by her dishonest, used-car salesman father, her bingo-playing mother, and her brother. Matilda’s life is made bearable by her chance discovery of the library and its librarian Mrs. Phelps, and by Matilda’s own special powers. Grades 3-6. 1988.

LT19120	Dann, Colin. Farthing Wood.
Sage Hedgehog, waking from his hibernation, finds Farthing Wood in turmoil. The other animals want to drive out the otters, without realizing that the otter community is what keeps the woods from being developed by humans. Grades 4-7. 1994.

LT19136	Danziger, Paula. Make Like a Tree and Leave.
As chairman of the mummy committee for the Egypt project, Matthew thinks that wrapping up Brian in plaster gauze to make a mummy cast is a good idea. Wrong again! Then the class learns that Mrs. Nichols, a friend and school supporter, has fallen and broken her hip. They write notes and tape messages that show they care but learn she must sell her farm to pay her medical bills. Grades 4-7 1993.

LT15429	De Clements, Barthe. Fourth GradesWizards.
Marianne desperately misses her mother, who was killed in an airplane crash. She and her father are living in a stark apartment, and Marianne’s daydreaming has caused her to fall behind in school. Like her friend Jack, the class cut-up, she has nearly given up on becoming a “Wizard,” one of the kids who do so well in class they get privileges such as helping out in the office. Grades 3-6. 1989.

LT25978	DeFelice, Cynthia. Bringing Ezra Back.
Ohio, 1840. Nathan, 12, sets out with peddler Orrin to rescue his family’s friend Ezra, a mute man held captive and displayed by owners of a freak show in western Pennsylvania. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT23026	DeFelice, Cynthia. The Ghost and Mrs. Hobbs.
Hindered by a fight with her friend Dub and a series of mysterious fires, Allie, 11, investigates a fire from 17 years ago. Allie seeks a connection between a handsome youth’s ghost asking for help and cafeteria worker Mrs. Hobbs. Grades 4-7. 2002.

LT21733	DeFelice, Cynthia. The Ghost of Fossil Glen.
Stuck on the face of a cliff while looking for fosils, sixth-grader Allie is guided to safety by a mysterious voice. Other strange happenings lead Allie to believe she is dealing with a ghost of a girl not unlike herself. Grades 4-7. 2000.

LT25383	DeFelice, Cynthia. The Missing Manatee.
While coping with his parents’ separation, Skeet, 11, goes out in his skiff along Florida’s coastal channels, where he finds a manatee killed by a bullet. When he returns with a deputy sheriff, the manatee’s body is gone. Skeet works to unravel the mystery. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT26011	Delaney, Joseph. Revenge of the Witch.
The Spook of the county, who rids the local villages of evil, is ready to retire. Twenty-nine applicants have failed to qualify to be the new Spook. Can Thomas Ward succeed? Can he learn the difference between a benign and a malevolent witch? Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT28328	DiCamillo, Kate. The Magician’s Elephant.
A fortuneteller informs orphan Peter, 10, that his long lost sister Adele is still alive and that an elephant will lead him to her. Soon thereafter, a magician arrives in the city of Baltese and sets into motion a remarkable chain of events. Grades 4-7. 2009.

LT15354	Dixon, Franklin W. Cult of Crime: Hardy Boys.
In trying to free a friend from the clutches of a murderous mountain cult, the Hardy Boys find that the lunatic Rajah and his cohorts have spread to their own home town. Grades 3-6. 1988.

LT15356	Dixon, Franklin W. Edge of Destruction: Hardy Boys.
After the kidnapping of the Hardy Boys’ father, criminals hold New York City ransom under the threat of a city-wide fatal virus infection. Grades 3-6. 1988.

LT24022	Dixon, Franklin W. Typhoon Island: Hardy Boys.
While vacationing on a tropical island, Frank and Joe Hardy endure “bad luck,” face a dangerous typhoon, and struggle to solve a mystery. Grades 3-6. 2003.

LT22333	Doucet, Sharon A. Fiddle Fever.
In 1914, Felix, 14, feels stifled by life on his family’s farm in Louisiana and after hearing his wayward uncle play the fiddle, Felix decides that he wants to be a fiddler too, even if it means making his own fiddle and going against his parents’ wishes. Grades 5-8. 2001.

LT23675	Dowell, Frances O. Where I’d Like to Be.
A group of foster children build a home of their own. Grades 3-6. 2003.

LT26624	Duble, Kathleen B. The Sacrifice.
Andover, Massachusetts; 1692. Abigail, 10, and her sister, Dorothy, 12, are accused of witchcraft. They await trial in a miserable Salem prison while their mother desperately searches for some way to obtain their freedom. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT12846	Dunbar, Joyce. Mundo and the Weather-Child.
Edmund suddenly loses his hearing and creates a secret world that includes a wild garden, a wicked goblin and a ghost child. Grades 5-8. 1987.

LT26056	Dyer, Heather. The Girl With the Broken Wing.
The twins are in bed when they hear a wet sound, then a clattering on roof tiles followed by a tapping at the window. It’s a girl with a broken wing. Perhaps she’s their guardian angel, but would an angel have filthy feet? Grades 3-5. 2005.

LT25323	Eager, Edward. Half Magic.
Faced with a dull summer in the city, Jane, Mark, Katharine, and Martha suddenly find themselves involved in a series of extraordinary adventures after Jane discovers an ancient, magic coin that grants half of any wish. Grades 4-7. 1954.

LT22601	English, Karen. Francie.
Francie, 12, yearns for the day she and her family will join her father in Chicago, where he has gone for work. Meanwhile, in segregation-era Alabama Francie teaches Jesse, 16, to read. When Jesse is accused of a crime, Francie decides to help him escape. Grades 5-8. 1999.

LT13443	Estes, Eleanor. Ginger Pye.
Mystery and adventure enter the lives of the Pye family when their dog Ginger disappears, spirited away, the children believe, by a stranger in a yellow hat. Grades 3-6. 1987.

LT26766	Fan, Nancy Yi. Swordbird.
The blue jays and cardinals of Stone-Run Forest have turned against each other. According to legend, only Swordbird, son of the Great Spirit, has the power to conquer evil and restore peace to the land. Is he real or just a myth? LT24758	Farmer, Nancy. The Sea of Trolls.
After Jack becomes apprenticed to a Druid bard, he and his little sister Lucy are captured by Viking Berserkers. To appease a half-troll queen and save his sister, Jack journeys deep into enemy territory and encounters troll-bears, giant spiders, and dragons. Grades 5-8. 2004.

LT12095	Farmer, Penelope. Charlotte Sometimes.
After Charlotte spends her first night at boarding school, she wakes up to find she has gone back in time forty years. Grades 5-8. 1986.

LT17758	Farmer, Penelope. The Summer Birds.
On her way to school one morning, Charlotte meets a wild-looking boy who teaches the whole class to fly. Grades 3-6. 1990.

LT8671	Fisk, Nicholas. Monster Maker.
For Matt, 12, working at a studio where movie monsters are made, fantasy turns into a nightmare when juvenile vandalism seems to bring the monsters to life. Grades 5-8. 1986.

LT15224	Fitzgerald, John D. The Great Brain.
Tom, known as “the Great Brain,” has swindled practically every kid in town. He also uses his brain power to rescue two friends from death in a cave and to teach a Greek boy how to fight off the neighborhood bully. Grades 4-7. 1967.

LT167	Fitzhugh, Louise. Harriet the Spy.
Harriet is a highly organized, industrious sixth-grader with two hobbies: spying and recording her observations honestly but caustically in a special notebook. When her classmates discover the notebook and read it, war results, and Harriet is an instant outcast. Grades 4-7. 1987.

LT28480	Flanagan, John. The Tournament at Gorlan.
Rangers Halt and Crowley travel north to seek Prince Duncan’s royal warrant to stop Morgarath, the Baron of Gorlan, from stealing the throne. To succeed they will tread a dangerous path. Grades 5-8. 2015.

LT22845	Fletcher, Susan. Walk Across the Sea.
In late nineteenth-century California, when Chinese immigrants are being driven out or even killed for fear they will take jobs from whites, Eliza Jane, 15, defies the townspeople and her lighthouse-keeper father to help a Chinese boy who has been kind to her. Grades 5-8. 2002.


LT171	Forbes, Esther. Johnny Tremain.
After injuring his right hand, Johnny, 14, a silversmith’s apprentice, becomes a messenger for the Sons of Liberty in the days before the American Revolution. He meets Massachusetts patriots and becomes involved in events leading to the Boston Tea Party and the Battle of Lexington. Grades 5-8. 1943.

LT14715	Fox, Paula. The Slave Dancer.
1840. Kidnapped from his home in New Orleans, Jessie, 13, is forced to serve on a slave ship. Every day he must play his fife while the shackled slaves “dance” for exercise. Grades 5-8. 1973.

LT24763	Funke, Cornelia. Dragon Rider.
After learning that humans are headed toward his hidden home, Firedrake, a silver dragon, is joined by a brownie and an orphan boy in a quest to find the legendary valley known as the Rim of Heaven. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT27024	Funke, Cornelia. Igraine the Brave.
Igraine’s parents are magicians but she wants to be a knight. The opportunity to prove her bravery comes on her twelfth birthday, when her parents have mistakenly changed themselves into pigs and Osmund the Greedy arrives at their castle demanding their books of magic. Grades 3-6. 1998.

LT25349	Funke, Cornelia. Inkheart.
Meggie, 12, lives with her father, Mo, a bookbinder. She discovers a terrible secret: nine years ago when Mo read aloud from a book the characters appeared in real life while her mother disappeared into the story. Mo’s magic causes still more problems to solve. Grades 5-8. 2003.

LT25571	Funke, Cornelia. Inkspell.
One year after Meggie’s adventures in “Inkheart”, Dustfinger, the fire-eater brought into being from words, desperately needs to return to the original tale. Meggie, her parents, and Dustfinger’s apprentice Farid follow him and soon are caught inside Inkworld, too. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT24663	Funke, Cornelia. The Thief Lord.
Orphan brothers Prosper, 12, and Bo, 5, have run away from their cruel aunt and uncle in Hamburg to Venice, their mother’s favorie city. They join a band of urchins led by a mysterious Thief Lord who steals to support them. Grades 5-8. 2000.

LT23585	Gaiman, Neil. Coraline.
While exploring her new home, Coraline goes through a doorway that shouldn’t be there into a dangerous world where she has a disturbing different set of parents. Since this other mother kidnaps Coraline’s real parents, it is up to Coraline to rescue them and return to her world safely. Grades 4-7. 2002.

LT28048	Gaiman, Neil. The Graveyard Book.
A toddler enters a cemetery pursued by the knife-wielding stranger who just murdered his family. Resident ghosts Mr. and Mrs. Owens protect and adopt the child, naming him Nobody “Bod” Owens. Bod’s graveyard upbringing serves him well, but why was his family targeted? Grades 5-8. 2008.

LT24040	Gantos, Jack. Jack Adrift: Fourth Grade Without a Clue.
Jack’s father rejoins the navy and moves the family to Cape Hatteras, North Carolina. There Jack, 9, develops a crush on his beautiful fourth-grade teacher, adopts a pet duck, and gets into trouble. Grades 4-7. 2003.

LT25979	Gantos, Jack. Jack’s Black Book.
Now in the seventh grade, Jack feels like a total misfit at a vocational school where wood shop is taught three days a week. He feels hopeless after failing an IQ test to qualify for another school. What Jack really wants is to be a writer, so he carries around a black notebook hoping for inspiration from his muse. Grades 5-7. 1997.

LT22295	Gantos, Jack. Joey Pigza Loses Control.
In this sequel to “Joey Pigza Swallowed the Key,” Joey is spending the summer with his long-absent alcoholic dad, who convinces Joey to stop wearing his medication patches. Soon wired again, Joey clashes with his dad’s own out-of-control personality. Grades 5-8. 2000.

LT22069	Gantos, Jack. Joey Pigza Swallowed the Key.
When Joey’s medication for attention deficit disorder wears off during the school day, he forgets that his housekey is not on a string and swallows it. Joey continues to cause problems for his classmaes and himself while his mother and his teachers try to help him. Grades 5-8. 1998. 

LT23593	Gantos, Jack. What Would Joey Do?.
Hyperactive Joey tries to hold things together as his father shows up on a motorcycle to taunt his mother, he is home-schooled with a hostile blind girl, and his feisty grandmother copes with emphysema. Sequel to “Joey Pigza Loses Control”. Grades 5-8. 2002. 

LT17747	Gardam, Jane. Through the Dolls’ House Door.
Two girls lose interest in playing with their doll house after moving from London to Wales but the dolls in the house amuse themselves by telling stories about their exciting pasts. Grades 3-7. 1989.

LT23029	Gauthier, Gail. Club Earth.
In this sequel to “My Life Among the Aliens” Will and Robby finally convince their parents that they have been entertaining space aliens for months. Now the family learns their home has been chosen to become an intergalactic tourist resort. Grades 3-6. 1999.

LT22330	Gauthier, Gail. My Life Among the Aliens.
Will and his brother have a problem, they keep meeting aliens. At first they are scared and try to convince their mother to help, but when she refuses they resign themselves to dealing with the many aliens who appear to be drawn to their house by their mother’s snacks. Grades 3-6. 2001.

LT1494	George, Jean Craighead. Julie of the Wolves.
Julie, a thirteen-year-old Eskimo girl, runs away rather than agree to an arranged marriage. Lost and starving on the barren tundra, she makes friends with a pack of wolves who save her life. Grades 5-8. 1972.

LT28418	George, Jean Craighead. My Side of the Mountain.
In diary form, this book tells of the year Sam Gribley spent in the Catskill Mountains, living alone in a tree house and learning about nature. Grades 5-8. 1959.

LT27028	George, Jessica Day. Dragon Slippers.
Poor country girl Creel persuades a shoe-hoarding dragon to give her an exotic pair of slippers, not realizing their mysterious power. Creel sets out for the king’s city, where she finds work as a seamstress, meets princes, and becomes the heroine of the Dragon War. Grades 5-8. 2007.

LT24860	Giff, Patricia. A House of Tailors.

LT24035	Giff, Patricia. Maggie’s Door.
1840s. Nory Ryan and the last of her starving family leave Ireland on a miserable ship that will take them to relatives in Brooklyn, New York. Meanwhile her neighbor and friend Sean Mallon works for his ocean passage. Sequel to “Nory Ryan’s Song”. Grades 4-7. 2003.

LT22246	Giff, Patricia. Nory Ryan’s Song.
When Ireland’s potato crop fails in 1845 and twelve-year-old Nory Ryan’s family often goes hungry, she dreams of taking them to Brooklyn, in America. But in the meantime she learns healing from the herbalist Anna Donnelly and scrounges the contryside for food. Grades 4-7. 2000.

LT23310	Giff, Patricia. Pictures of Hollis Woods.
A troublesome foster child, Hollis loves to draw pictures. Her favorite is one in which she fits in with a father, mother, brother, and herself. Now Hollis lives with an artist, but still longs for the summer family that wanted to keep her. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT26635	Giff, Patricia. Water Street.
Brooklyn, 1875. Bridget “Bird” Mallon, 12, and her new upstairs neighbor, Thomas Neary, take turns recounting their Irish American family happenings (the drinking, the illegal backroom boxing, midwifing, and dreams of overcoming their working-class lives) while the Brooklyn Bridge is built. LT23996	Gliori, Debi. Pure Dead Brilliant.
Time travel, a computer virus that is deadly to humans, and other strange things begin to happen when some would-be witches come to stay with the eccentric Strega-Borgia family. Grades 4-7. 2004.


LT23193	Gliori, Debi. Pure Dead Magic.
When their father is kidnapped and danger looms, the Strega-Borgia children, their mysterious new nanny, and a giant tarantula use magic and actual trips through the Internet to bring peace to their Scottish castle. Grades 4-7. 2002.

LT28324	Green, Tim. Football Champ.
Twelve-year-old Troy’s uncanny gift for predicting football plays proves a powerful secret weapon for the Atlanta Falcons. A seedy reporter with a grudge against star linebacker Seth Halloway suspects something illegal is going on and pursues Troy. Grades 5-8. 2009.

LT27847	Green, Tim. Football Genius.

Lost on a camping holiday abroad, Henry and his family find themselves camping near a crumbling castle called Alucard. Lucinda Mallory is the youngest child in an unconventional household and her best frined, Janaka, is invisible. Grades 3-6. 1973.

LT28172	Hennesy, Carolyn. Pandora Gets Jealous.
It’s SO not a Greek tragedy — it’s just another day in ancient Greece for thirteen-year-old Pandora Atheneus Andromaeche Helena (or Pandy, to her friends). While her biology class is on a field trip to the Black Vine Swamp, Mrs. Starch goes missing during a mysterious wildfire. Believing the class bully Smoke is involved, Nick and his friend Marta investigate and encounter some unusual people and a panther. Grades 5-8. 2009.

LT25322	Higson, Charles. SilverFin: A James Bond Adventure.
This prequel to the adventures of James Bond, 007, introduces us to the young James when he’s just started boarding school in England and is about to become involved in his first adventure. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT17772	Hoban, Russell. The Mouse and His Child.
Rescued from a trash can and repaired by a tramp, a toy mouse and his son set out on a perilous search to find the child’s dream of a family and a place of their own. Grades 5-8. 1990.

LT22251	Hobbs, Valerie. Charlie’s Run.

In this “Choose Your Own Nightmare,” the reader’s decisions control the course of adventures at a Halloween party which is getting way out of hand and which seems to be chaperoned by a witch. Grades 4-6. 1996.

LT15779	Jansson, Tove. Finn Family Moomintroll.
Delightful fantasy about the Moomin family, creatures who look slightly like hippopotamuses, fat and comfortable. They like sunshine and sleep right through winter until their home in the Finnish forest looks like a giant snowball. Grades 3-5. 1989.

Nancy Drew and her friends Bess and George investigate the theft of a priceless Faberge egg from a new neighbor. Meanwhile, someone is smashing all of the neighborhood gardens’ zucchinis. Grades 3-6. 2004.

LT23773	Kehret, Peg. Escaping the Giant Wave.
Kyle, 13, is babysitting his sister, BeeBee, 8, during a family vacation at Fisher Beach, Oregon, when an earthquake creates a tsunami. Kyle tries to save himself, BeeBee, and Daren, who has bullied him for years. Grades 4-7. 2003.

While Camp Jupiter prepares for war, Annabeth and her friends travel in the Argo II to Rome, though they worry their armored ship will appear threatening. Annabeth also has more personal concerns, including the impending prophecy and a reunion with Percy. Will he have changed? Grades 4-7. 2012.

LT28336	Riordan, Rick. The Red Pyramid: The Kane Chronicles, Book 1.
After his mother’s death, Carter Kane follows his Egyptologist father, Julius, across the globe. When they visit the British Museum to reunite with Carter’s sister, a mysterious figure banishes Julius, sending the siblings on a dangerous adventure to save their dad. Grades 5-8. 2010.

LT22593	Shan, Darren. Cirque Du Freak: Saga of Darren Shan, Book 1.
Two boys who are best friends visit an illegal freak show, where an encounter with a vampire and a deadly spider forces them to make life-changing choices. Grades 5-8. 2001.

LT22592	Shan, Darren. Cirque Du Freak: The Vampire’s Assistant, Book 2.
After traveling with Mr. Crepsley, the vampire who made him into a half-vampire, Darren returns to the freak show known as the Cirque du Freak and continues to fight his need to drink human blood. Grades 5-8. 2002.

LT21850	Snicket, Lemony. The Bad Beginning: A Series of Unfortunate Events.
After the sudden death of their parents, the three Baudelaire children must depend on each other and their wits when it turns out that the distant relative who is appointed their guardian is determined to use any means necessary to get their fortune. Grades 4-7. 2001.

LT28461	Snicket, Lemony. Shouldn’t You Be In School?
Is Lemony Snicket a detective or a smoke detector? Do you smell smoke? New York City, 1979. Miranda, 12, helps her mother prepare to be on a television game show. Meanwhile Miranda tries to understand why her best friend Sal doesn’t want to hang out anymore and why someone is sending Miranda tiny notes from the future. Grades 5-8. 2009.

LT28368	Stephens, John. The Emerald Atlas.
After their parents disappeared ten years ago, Kate has protected her brother Michael and sister Emma as they have moved from orphanage to orphanage. At Cambridge Falls, the siblings discover a green book that transports them through time, and they become aware of a fearsome enemy. Grades 4-7. 2011.

LT25380	Thesman, Jean. Singer.
Imprisoned by her wicked and power-hungry mother, Lady Rhiannon, Gwenore escapes to a women's healing community, later changing her name and becoming nursemaid and protector to the children of the magical king of Lir, who is now married to Rhiannon. Grades 5-8. 2005.

LT26615	Tolan, Stephanie. Listen!
A lonely summer spent regaining use of her injured leg becomes interesting when Charley, 12, adopts a wild dog she finds in the woods. While Charley slowly tames the dog, he begins healing her heart, which is full of memories of her dead mother. Grades 4-7. 2006.

LT22289	Townley, Roderick. The Great Good Thing.
Twelve-year-old Princess Sylvie’s storybook kingdom really is a storybook, where nothing ever changes, even the character’s mad scramble to reach their places whenever the book is opened, until Sylvie discovers she can enter new worlds with the Reader, and find new adventures. Grades 5-8. 2001.

Great Depression. Gideon Tucker sends his daughter Abilene, 12, to stay with his friend Shady Howard, a saloon-owner-turned-pastor, in Manifest, Kansas. Abilene discovers a cigar box full of papers and odds and ends that lead her to long-held secrets. Grades 5-8. 2010.

LT22072	Velde, Vivian V. The Rumpelstiltskin Problem.
The suthor presents six alternative version of the familiar story of a boastful miller and the daughter he claims can spin straw into gold. Grades 5-8. 2001.



LT23483	Vornholt, John. The Troll King.
When a power-hungry sorcerer decides to bridge the Great Chasm and conquer the elves and fairies who live on the other side, he inadvertently enables a gentle troll to reach for a much nobler dream. Grades 4-7. 2003.

In the spring of 1991, a Russian ballerina dreams of leaving Leningrad forever. A member of the Kirov Ballet Corps, Tatiana hopes to be chosen for the troupe’s Paris tour. Tatiana becomes entangled in her country’s struggle for democracy, and her dream of a better life in Paris is soon challenged by hope for her country’s future. Grades 5-8. 2006.

LT500	White, E.B. Charlotte’s Web.
Fern, a young girl with a unique understanding of animals, shares a special friendship with her uncle’s pig and Charlotte, a wise spider who weaves encouraging words in her web. Grades 3-6. 1952.

LT26457	White, E.B. The Trumpet of the Swan.
Louis is a trumpeter Swan who was born without a voice. With the help of a boy who befriends him, Louis learns to read and write and eventually to play the trumpet, which he finds to be a lovely substitute for having a voice. Grades 4-7. 1970.

LT21874	White, Ruth. Belle Prater’s Boy.
When twelve-year-old Woodrow Prater’s mother, Belle, vanishes from the family’s Appalachian shack, Woodrow moves in with his grandparents. Next-door cousin Gypsy first seeks to discover Woodrow’s secret and then comes to respect him for who he is. Grades 5-8. 2000.

Kentucky, 1955. Carolina, 10, tells about the summer her favorite cousin, Tadpole, 13, runs away from his abusive uncle to visit her family. Learning that the orphaned boy is being whipped, the family tries to figure out how to keep Tadpole. Grades 5-8. 2003.

LT26454	Wiggin, Kate Douglas. Rebecca of Sunnybrook Farm.

Delightful account of farm life in upper New York state in the 1860’s introduces Almanzo Wilder, 9, who later courts and marries Laura Ingalls. Grades 4-7.

LT502	Wilder, Laura Ingalls. Little House in the Big Woods.
The author’s vivid account of her pioneering family’s experiences in a little log house in Wisconsin in the 1870s. The Ingalls family feels safe and secure despite blizzards, wolves, and the loneliness of the big woods. Grades 4-7.

LT12620	Wilder, Laura Ingalls. Little House on the Prairie.
The Ingalls family moves westward from Wisconsin in a covered wagon and builds a cabin on the Kansas prairie, only to discover that it is in Indian territory. Grades 4-7.

LT26459	Wilder, Laura Ingalls. Little Town on the Prairie.
In 1881 Mary, who is blind, is finally able to leave for college, and Laura gets a job in town helping a seamstress. She also continues her schooling so she can receive her teaching certificate. Grades 4-7.

LT26509	Wilder, Laura Ingalls. The Long Winter.
The Ingalls family moves from their stake on the Dakota prairie to their store in town to escape the severe winter. One blizzard follows another until trains stop running and the community, isolated for months, faces starvation. Grades 4-7. 

LT26450	Wilder, Laura Ingalls. On the Banks of Plum Creek.
The pioneering Ingalls family leaves the prairie for a farm and a primitive sod hut in Minnesota, where a flood, a blizzard, and a devastating plague of grasshoppers must be battled. Grades 4-7. 

LT27311	Wilson, Budge. Before Green Gables: The Prequel to Anne of Green Gables.
This prequel to Anne of Green Gables portrays Anne’s childhood before her eleventh birthday. Anne’s parents died in an epidemic when she was a baby, leading her to have many adventures at foster homes, orphanages, and school. Grades 5-8. 2008.

LT22606	Wittlinger, Ellen. Gracie’s Girl.
As she starts middle school, Bess volunteers to work on the school musical in hopes of fitting in, but when she and a friend get to know an elderly homeless woman, Bess changes her mind about what is really important. Grades 4-7. 2000.

LT12712	Wyss, Johann. The Swiss Family Robinson.
When they are shipwrecked on a desert island, a Swiss clergyman, his wife, and four sons use their ingenuity to overcome all dangers and to make a happy home. Grades 5-8.

LT23762	Yep, Laurence. The Tiger’s Apprentice.

Memoir of corecipient of the Nobel Peace Prize. Recounts how Malala risked her life for the right to go to school. Raised in a changing Pakistan, Malala stood up against the Taliban and remained an activist for girls’ education. Commercial audiobook. Grades 5-8. 2014. 
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
