Free energy audits and building benchmarking, as well as incentives for lighting upgrades, HVAC replacement, building retrofits, and new construction are examples of the program.  
By upgrading facilities with energy-efficient equipment or incorporating energy-efficient technology into new building projects, facilities can be modernized and receive big dividends on efficiency investments. Depending on a current facilities energy usage, a project could qualify for up to 70% off the total project costs.
